ICTF highly encourages the use of the PFS2 when appropriate, but it is not appropriate for all programs. The PFS2 is appropriate when the length and duration of a program can measure a difference in one or more protective factors. The threshold for measurement is 12 hours of prevention services. For example, the child sexual abuse prevention training, Stewards of Children, is a two-hour training with its own evaluation tool. The PFS2 would not be appropriate because it cannot accurately determine a change in protective factors in a participant’s life. A copy of the Protective Factor Survey (PFS2) is on the ICTF website.

The Idaho Children’s Trust Fund (ICTF) is accepting proposals that address child abuse and neglect prevention, with specific attention to child neglect prevention. This grant opportunity is for short-term three-year projects.  





Idaho Statute states, “Programs contracted for with moneys are intended to provide prevention services. Prevention services means any community-based education or service program designed to prevent or alleviate child abuse or neglect and shall not include direct treatment programs.” 





This funding is available to public or private non-profit and faith-based organizations, government agencies, (e.g. schools or health departments) or qualified individuals who provide community based educational or service programs designed to reduce or prevent child abuse and neglect. Entities must have an Employer Identification Number (EIN), Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) Number, an identified fiscal agent, and must provide certificates of commercial general liability insurance, worker’s compensation insurance, and W-9 form with their grant application. Applications that do not have these will not be accepted.
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
